PSALM 103

27.  What does the word "chide" (KJV, ASV) mean (103:9)?

28.  Again consider God's character in 103:9-10.  How does this affect you?

30.  How does David express the completeness of God's forgiveness (103:12)?

PSALM 104
34.  What does the Psalmist see in nature?
35.  How is God's greatness illustrated (104:1-3)?

36.  How is 104:4 used in Hebrews 1:7?

NOTE:  "For ever" (104:5)  is Strong's 5769 [o-lawm'].  It properly means "concealed" and expresses time to the vanishing point; generally, time out of mind (past or future).  It is often translated eternity, always (1 Chron. 16:15 remember God's word), eternal, for ever (Gen. 3:22 eternal life), everlasting (Gen. 9:16 rainbow), lasting, long time (Ps. 143:3 long dead), of old (Gen. 6:4, Deut. 32:7, Josh. 24:2, 1 Sam. 27:8,  former generations), perpetual (Ex. 29:9 perpetual priesthood).   
37.  Some take verse 5 to mean that the earth is to continue forever.  How do we know this is not a correct understanding of this passage?
38.  When was the earth covered with the deep as a vesture (104:6-9)?
39.  Give at least three illustrations from Psalm 104 of the harmonious workings of nature that manifest the wisdom of God (104:10-26).
NOTE:  The word "wine" appears over 200 times in the KJV Bible.  Modern use of the word "wine" is entirely alcoholic, but this was not so in the Bible.  

[tiyrowsh] This word is translated "wine" in the KJV and "new wine" in some newer versions. It refers to the initial squeezings of juice from the grape, and is rarely used of fermented wine.  Its newness is confirmed by its application as part of the firstfruits dedicated to God (Deut. 14:23).
[yayin] This word is translated "wine" in most versions. In most contexts we will see that it refers to a clearly alcoholic drink, but not universally.   Some passages condemned the use of yayin, while others approved of it.  If these passages all refer to alcohol, then you have a contradiction in the Bible.  But since truth does not contradict, the word must refer to non-fermented grape juice at times, and alcohol at other times.

[shekar]  This word does not appear often, but is translated in the KJV as "strong drink." The root of this word comes from a word meaning to be tipsy and is associated with strong alcoholic drink. It appears to have been a product of dates rather than grapes.
A few other words are used for wine, such as the Chaldean chamar in Daniel. But the above three words constitute the overwhelming majority of usages.

NOTE:  The vastness of the sea with its innumerable creatures is demonstrated by the leviathan using it as a playground.  Leviathan is often translated crocodile, but here it clearly refers to some large sea creature.

NOTE:  Eight of the plaques that God sent on Egypt are listed here (105:26-36).  The occasion of darkness is named first, out of order (105:28), and the plaques of murrain on the cattle and boils on the people are not mentioned.  Psalm 105:28's translation is debated over, regarding "they rebelled not against His word".  This can be said of Moses & Aaron, in their obedience to God.  Some try to attribute this to the Egyptians, which would not be accurate, since they rebelled throughout the whole series of plagues.  Moses and Aaron would fit better, since in the context God is seen protecting Israel as His chosen, protecting Joseph, and being served faithfully by Moses & Aaron.
