PSALM 30
NOTE:  The foreword says this was a song at the dedication of the house.  What house?  It could not be the temple, it was built later by Solomon, David's son.  It may have been the house which David built for himself on Mount Zion, after he had taken Jerusalem from the Jebusites.  It may refer to the recovery of his house from Absalom (caused by his sin with Bathsheba).  Or it may have been the dedication of the place which he built on the threshing floor of Araunah, after a grievous plague had afflicted Israel (caused by David numbering the people) (2 Sam. 24:25; 1 Chron. 21:26).  Noting the nature of the Psalm, that David mentions crying to God, being healed & God being angry for a brief time with him, it would fit with Absalom's rebelion or Araunah's threshing floor.
