PSALM 71

NOTE:  In Psalm 71:6, the Psalmist speaks of being in and taken from his mother's womb and bowels (ASV, KJV).  In English the word "womb" refers specifically to the uterus, and from this some have argued that a fertilized egg cannot scripturally be called a person until implanted in the womb.  This argument necessarily implies that before implantation, a fertilized egg is not a person.  By logical extension, if a fertilized egg is not a person until implantation, then it can be removed/aborted before implantation and it would not be considered murder... since it is not yet a person.  This would justify the use of "emergency" contraceptives and morning after pills.  The problem with this kind of argument is that the words womb and bowels in passages like this one are not organ specific.  Consider the following:


Womb - Strong's 0990 beten, from an unused root probably meaning to be hollow; the belly, especially the womb; also the bosom or body of anything:-- belly, body, + as they be born, + within, womb.

Bowels - Strong's 04578  me`ah, from an unused root probably meaning to be soft; used only in plural the intestines, or (collectively) the abdomen, figuratively, sympathy; by implication, a vest; by extens. the stomach, the uterus (or of men, the seat of generation), the heart (figuratively):--belly, bowels, X heart, womb.

While used to include the area of the womb, these words are broader and more inclusive, and applied to both women and men (who obviously do not bear children).  Thus an argument that requires these words to specifically mean the uterus/womb to the exclusion of other organs in this region of the body, is inaccurate, unfounded, and unscriptural.  Hence, in the case of women, passages like this include the fallopian tubes, such that a fertilized egg is Biblically described as a person before implantation.  While a specific words exists in the Old Testament Hebrew for "uterus", it is not used here in Psalm 71:6.
