PSALM 91
NOTE:  There is no way to determine with certainty when this particular Psalm was writer, who its author was or the occasion.  Jewish tradition considers that when the author's name is not mentioned the Psalm may be attributed to the last named writer.  If so, this is another Psalm of Moses.  In parallels the lives of Joshua and Caleb, who followed the Lord & lived on while the entire Exodus generation above the age of 20 died around them in the 40 year wilderness wandering.  Even though the sentiment fits, several specifics do not, such as verses 14-16 speaking of one person who followed God & was blessed, instead of two.
