QUESTIONS FOR ACTS 10:1-8   Cornelius' Vision

NOTE:  Cornelius was a Latin name.  He was a centurion which was a captain over 100 men.  A cohort or regiment sometimes consisted of 555 infantry and 66 cavalry and a Roman legion consisted of ten cohorts, about 6000 men.  A cohort of Italians, as distinguished from native soldiers, quartered at Caesarea, were probably bodyguards to the Roman procurator who resided there. An ancient coin makes express mention of such a cohort in Syria (Akerman, Numismatic Illustrations of the New Testament p. 34).
1.  Where did Cornelius live (10:1)?  What job did he have?  How do we know he was not native to Judea?
2.  What kind of character did Cornelius have (10:2)?
3.  Explain the meaning of "with all his house" (10:2).  Did this refer to the structure he lived in?  Did this include infants?  Explain.

4.  Cornelius was a religious or devout man, a good man, a praying man (10:2).  Were these things enough to save him (cp. Acts 10:33, 43; 11:14)?

5.  Cornelius saw a vision (10:3)?  Was he saved by the vision?  Explain.
6.  About what time did this occur (10:3)?  Note:  Roman hours of the day began at day break.  Why is it important to note the time of his prayer?
7.  How did God respond to the prayers of a sinner (Acts 10:4-6)?  Does this contradict the principle that God does not listen to sinners (John 9:31; Prov. 28:9)?  Explain.
8.  (T) (F)  Simon Peter lived in Joppa by the sea side and worked as a tanner (10:5-6).
9.  When did Cornelius dispatch men to go to Peter (10:7-8)?  Who did he send?  Why might he send these?

a.  As Pope, he graciously extended his foot to be kissed.
