3.  (T) (F)  There is nothing good that can come from bad circumstances (11:19-21).

5.  List the phrases that refer to speaking the gospel (11:19, 20, 23).  Explain what these mean.
6.  To whom did most speak (11:19)?  To whom did men of Cyprus & Cyrene speak (11:20)?
7.  What indicates that God approved of what the men from Cyprus & Cyrene did (11:21)?

18.  (T) (F)  The disciples were first called Baptist at Antioch (11:26).
NOTE:  The term "Christian" means "follower of Christ".  This was first used at Antioch, probably as a derogatory name (Acts 11:26).  This name was accepted, though, because it is descriptive of our relationship with God through His Son.  In like manner, the other terms used are descriptive of relationship:  believer, disciple, saint & brethren.  Terms that distinguish different "kinds" of Christians are not given in the scriptures.

20.  Find all the places where the word "Christian" is found.  How many "kinds" of Christians existed in the Bible?
QUESTIONS FOR ACTS 11:27-30  The Word Preached In Antioch Of Syria
21.  From where did prophets come down to Antioch (11:17)?

21.  What did Agabus do "by the Spirit" (11:28)?  When did this come to pass?
22.  Where else do we read of Agabus?  What can we learn from these 2 references to him?
NOTE:  It was prophesied in Acts 11:28 that a famine would occur during the time of Claudius (41-54 AD).  The obvious indication of the text is that the famine had not yet occurred at the time of the prophesy.  Thus, brethren were able to begin setting aside money just as we see done on other occasions (1 Cor. 16:1-3).  The famine occurred from 44 to 48 AD (Tenny's New Testament Survey, p. 233).

23.  When did this famine occur (11:28)?  Who would it affect?

24.  (T) (F)  Relief was sent from the church to saint & sinner alike (11:29-30).
25.  What does this show regarding how the money of a local church is to be used?
26.  How do we reconcile the statement by Paul that the churches of Judea did not know him by face (Gal. 1:22) with the fact of him traveling to Judea (Acts 11:30)?  Does this mean that Saul only went to the elders at Jerusalem where they received the funds & had oversight in redistributing benevolence to the churches in Judea?  Explain.
27.  What do we know about elders that has direct bearing on understanding this passage (11:30; 14:23)?

QUESTIONS FOR ACTS 12:1-19  The Persecution By King Herod Agrippa I
NOTE:  The Herod mentioned in Acts 12 was Agrippa I, the grandson of Herod the Great who slaughtered the babies of Bethlehem (Matt. 2:16).  Herod Agrippa I ruled from 42 to 44 AD and was devoted to Judaism.  He successfully averted Caligula's attempt to erect a statue of himself in the temple at Jerusalem.  He also successfully suppressed all attempts to bring in pagan ceremonies or images into the synagogues.  He is noted in scripture as killing James and imprisoning Peter because he saw that it pleased the Jews (Acts 12:1-3).  And when Peter was not found he put the guards to death (12:19).

Herod's death occurred suddenly in the spring of AD 44.  Josephus says Herod attended games in honor of the emperor at Caesarea.  He came dressed in a silver robe & was flattered by the crowd as a god.  Shortly afterward he suffered sever intestinal distress & died within five days (Acts 12:20-23; Jospehus Antiquities XVII, vi, 7; Tenny's New Testament Survey, p. 38-39).

29.  (T) (F)  The apostles gathered together to find a successor to James.

30.  What encouraged Herod to seize Peter (12:3)?

NOTE:  The word "Easter" appears in the KJV of Acts 12:4.  This is not the true translation, but an interpolation.  Someone put what they thought it was, rather than what it actually is.  The term in Greek is PASXA, and refers to the Jewish Passover Feast.  It took place during the "days of unleavened bread" (12:3).  Would Herod or any of the Jews (who were happy at the death of James and the imprisonment of Peter) be observing a "holy day" to Christ?  Obviously not.

31.  When did this occur (12:3-4)?  Why was Peter's execution delayed?

32.  Were Herod & the Jews observing an Easter holy day (12:4 KJV)?  Explain.

NOTE:  A quarternion is "a group of four" guards.  Four "groups of four" were set to watch Peter (Acts 12:4).  They probably took turns guarding him, one squad at a time during each of the four watches of the night.
33.  How many guards were set to watch Peter (12:4)?
34.  What was the church doing for Peter (12:5)?

35.  Since Herod was "about to bring him forth" after the Passover, how many days had Peter been in prison (12:6)?  How many days had the church been praying?

36.  Consider how James was executed, then Peter was placed in prison between two soldiers, chained & sentenced to death because of Christ (12:6).  What would it take to stay committed and faithful during such times?
37.  (T) (F)  Because we have not experience persecution like this, we cannot learn from this 


example.
