NOTE 1:  In chapters 1-12, the church is established in Jerusalem, Samaria, Judea and the borders thereof.  In chapters 12-28, we see it spread to "the uttermost parts" of the earth.  Also, in chapters 1-12, various people are highlighted (Stephen, Philip, Cornelius, etc.) and the apostle Peter is emphasized.  Then in Acts 12-28, fewer people are highlighted while Paul is emphasized.  One reason Peter & Paul are emphasized is to give support for the apostleship of Paul:

It is on this trip that Paul converts people in the region of Lycaonia, which includes the cities of Derbe, Lystria & Iconium.  Later, Paul will return here and find a disciple well reported of and useful to him, named Timothy (Acts 16:1-4).

18 For a period of about forty years He put up with them in the wilderness.

19 When He had destroyed seven nations in the land of Canaan, He distributed their land 

as an inheritance -all of which took about four hundred and fifty years. 

20 After these things He gave them judges until Samuel the prophet."
Thus Paul was not stating the length of the conquest nor how long the judges had ruled; instead, the "about 450 years" modifies the time from when God "chose our fathers" (13:17) unto the distribution of the land (13:19).
