1 CORINTHIANS 8-11

INTRO:


Chapters 8-10 discuss the problems related to idolatry, especially the eating of meats when they have been sacrificed to idols (8:1, 4).  Many of the Corinthians were formerly idolaters (6:9) and thus were used to associating idolatry with the meats sacrificed to idols (8:7).  Paul accomplishes three points in this study:

1) He informs the Corithians of the truth about meats (8:8; 10:25).

2) He instructs the stronger more knowledgeable brethren of the proper conduct of love towards the weaker brethren (8:2, 13; 9:12, 22; 10:23-24, 32-33).

3) He teaches the importance of fleeing idolatry (10:5, 12, 20-21).

One overriding point should not be forgotten in this lesson:  Our salvation is affected by how we conduct ourselves and act towards our brethren.
