NOTE 1:  Before Paul came to Corinth, he preached to the philosophers in Athens concerning the resurrection of Christ:  Now when they heard of the resurrection of the dead, some mocked" (Acts 17:32).  The response that some gave reflects the Greek acceptance of the immortality of the soul, but their rejection of the resurrection of the body.  This is the error that Paul confronts in chapter 15 (v. 12, 35-36).


Paul begins by emphasizing the resurrection as the basis for the gospel, which the Corinthians believed & obeyed.  He proceeds to show the implications of this fact as it pertains to their present lives & future destiny as saints.
