They 
include outlines of each book, historical info, time & author info, etc.
H.  Thoughts to stressed throughout these studies:

1) The character of God (His authority, wisdom, love, etc) as seen through His actions.

2) The person of God (Father, Son & Holy Spirit).
3) The necessity of obedience to God & the blessings that come from it.

4) The seriousness of disobedience & it's consequences.

5) The value of spiritual things over material things.

6) The nature of & importance of faith.
7) The underlying purpose of the miracles of Christ, which is verify His claims & teachings (Mark 16:20, etc).
8) How the book fits into O.T. history.

9) How the book fits in God's plan (for example, the 3 promises to Abraham in Genesis 12:1-3 & their fulfillment), which culminates in Christ.

10)  How the books of the Bible are superior to other "inspired" writings.

11)  The importance of fulfilled prophecy.

12)  The reliability of our Bibles today.
