NOTE 1:  Moses wrote that the "life is in the blood" in 1400 B.C. (Deut. 12:23; Lev. 17:10-11).  This is an important statement which supports the inspiration of the Bible, for when we look at history this was not the conclusion man reached.  In 350 B.C., "blood letting" was established because it was believed that the blood was responsible for disease and not life.  In 1616 A.D. blood letting continued with the idea that new blood was created rapidly.  Research into blood circulation was taking place.  In 1800 A.D. blood letting continued in the hands of "Barber-Surgeons", which is the reason for the reed stripe on their poles.  In 1900 A.D. the true nature of blood was discovered proving that the life of the body is in the blood.  For thousands of years (about 3300) the popular view of blood was wrong, yet Moses was right.
