NOTE 1:  In these chapters Moses writes Israel's history in advance.  He predicts what will befall Israel in the near future (blessings & cursings) and in the distant future (dispersion among the nations and eventual return).  Moses lists the terms of the covenant soon to be renewed by the people.  Because Moses will not be allowed to enter the land, he appoints Joshua and delivers a farewell speech.  God Himself buries Moses, perhaps to prevent idolatry.  (cf. NKJV Study Edition p. 206)
