NOTE 1:  Galatians 6:1 describes a person "overtaken in a trespass."  To be "overtaken" is to be taken by surprise, unintentionally.  To "trespass" is to fall beside or near something, to lapse or deviate from truth.  This second word does not minimize the seriousness of the offense, for it is used to describe Adam's sin (Rom. 5:15, 17) and those dead in their trespasses (Eph. 2:1).  Thus, this phrase describes someone who is taken by some sin due to ignorance, weakness, the deceitfulness of sin, a bad example by others, neglect or some other unintentional reason; but still describes them as guilty of sin.
