2.  What significance is there in Jeremiah wearing the linen girdle (3:1-2, 11)?
3.  What significance is there in the girdle being ruined after many days (3:6-7, 8)?
4.  Describe the people of God of that generation (13:10)?

5.  What was God''s purpose in bringing them near Him (13:11)?  Why did He now 
change His mind?

6.  What is an "object lesson"?
7.  When Jeremiah said "Every bottle shall be filled with wine" - what was the 
response of the people going to be (13:12)?
8.  Yet in their worldly confidence, what did they not see (13:13-14)?

9.  The Hebrew word "wine" here (13:12) is "yayin".  It is a generic term describing at 
times grape juice and at others alcohol.  How is it used in this context 

(13:12-14)?  And 
what is associated with its use in this context?

10.  What does it mean to "hear" and "give ear" (13:15)?
11.  Explain the process described in 13:16.  Find  NT passage(s) that parallel this.
