1.  What instructions were given to Jeremiah (30:1)?  What does this show about 
the writing of Jeremiah?  (Co. 2 Tim. 3:16-17; 2 Pet. 1:20-21)
2.  Why were these things to be written (30:2)?
3.  When would “the days come” that God would turn their captivity (30:3)?

4.  (T) (F)  Only Judah would be restored from captivity (30:3).

5.  Who is the “We” that is speaking in 30:5?
6.  What did the Lord hear & see among captives (30:5-7)?  Even so, what did God 
promise (30:7)?
NOTE:  This time of trouble may refer to when Cyrus, king of Persia, was at war with the Babylonians.  But this war eventually resulted in a blessing to the captives.

7.  What blessing would come “in that day” (30:8-10)?  What command is 
attached to this promise (30:10-11)?
8.  Why might they be tempted to fear & not believe Jehovah?
9.  While God would bless them, yet what would God NOT do (30:11)?
10.  Note again 30:9.  Who ultimately is promised by the reference to David?

11.  Who had wounded them (30:12-14)?  Why?
12.  Was God sympathetic toward their crying over this punishment (30:15)?  
Explain.

13.  Why would God bring captivity to the nations alluded to here &  restore health 
to His people (30:16-17)?  (Cp. Deut. 9:3-6)

A.  Because God was sorry for having punished His people.


B.  Because God’s people were holy & pure.


C.  Because God’s people were better than the nations.

NOTE:  "Everlasting" (32:40) is Strong's #05769 [o-lawm'].  It means "concealed" or "the vanishing point".  It refers generally to "time out of mind (past or future)" and can refer to eternity.  Frequently it is used as a description of continuance, lasting, a long time, perpetual, etc.
