1.  What was going on when the word of God come to Jeremiah this time (34:1)?
2.  Who was the current king in Jerusalem (34:2)?
3.  What was Jeremiah to tell him (34:2-3)?  Do you think this pleased the king?
4.  How would this king NOT die (34:4-5)?  What would be done for him?

5.  What two fortified cities were left in Judah (34:6-7)?  The first one mentioned 
was 23 miles southwest of Jerusalem, the second was 12 miles southwest.

6.  What covenant did Zedekiah proclaim (34:8-9)?  Give the scriptures from which 
this law is taken.

7.  Who listened to the king's directions (34:10)?  After this, what happened (34:11)?

NOTE:  Chapter 34 probably refers to the same situation as chapter 37:1-10 in 587 BC.  While Jerusalem was being besieged and the people in fear, they did some things God commanded.  Then the Egyptians came up against the Babylonians and the Babylonians temporarily left Jerusalem in order to meet them.  At this sign of relief & deliverance, Jerusalem relaxed and revealed their true attitude by returning to disobedience.
