NOTE:  In ancient times, Carchemish commanded the main ford across the Euphrates, a situation which must have contributed greatly to its historical and strategic importance.  In the summer ofBabylonian 605 BC (or 607 BC by some sources), an important battle was fought at Carchemish by the  army of Nebuchadrezzar II and that of Pharaoh Necho II of Egypt (Jer. 46:2). The aim of Necho's campaign was to contain the Westward advance of the Babylonian Empire and cut off its trade route across the Euphrates. However, the Egyptians were defeated by the unexpected attack of the Babylonians and were eventually expelled from Syria.  (http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Carchemish)

NOTE:   Ammon was the supreme "god" of the Egyptian pantheon.  He was originally only the chief "god" of the city of Thebes, but later his worship became predominant in Egypt and extended even to Lybia and Ethiopia.  Thebes, however, always remained the centre of his worship.  Thus, Thebes was also called Ne amun ("the city of Amun"), or as the Hebrew expresses No-Amon (Nahum 3:8) and the "god" himself is designated by Jeremiah 46:25 as Ammon of No ( i.e. of Thebes).

The worship of this god was introduced to Jerusalem by Solomon (1 Kings 11:7), but was abolished by Josiah (2 Kings 23:13). On the Moabite Stone, Mesha (2 Kings 3:5) ascribed his victories over the king of Israel to this god, "And Chemosh drove him before my sight."

NOTE:  "Sheshach" stands for Babylon (51:41).  It is here called "sheshach" because of the goddess Shach, to whom a five days' festival was kept.  During this festival the most unbridled licentiousness was permitted; slaves ruled their masters, and in every house one called Zogan, arrayed in a royal garment, was chosen to rule all the rest.  It was also during this very festival that the city was taken by the Medo-Persians.
NOTE:  The wall of Babylon was specifically identified as something that would fall (51:44, 51, 53).  This city of Babylon was surrounded by multiple walls.  The outer wall consisted of 3 walls.  The first was built of clay and was 21 feet thick.  The second was built of brick and was also 21 feet thick.  The third wall was of brick and was 9 feet wide.  Defensive towers were built all along the outer wall which itself was surrounded by a moat filled with water.

The inner wall consisted of two rows or walls both of bricks with defensive towers in between.  Needless to say, the Babylonians had great confidence in the protection their walls offered.
