13.  Below is a list of deportations by the Babylonians.  Estimates are that some 
50,000 people were deported in total.  Why is the list of captives in Jer. 52:28-
30 different from what 2 Kings & 2 Chronicles give?

1st deportation, Neb's 1st year, Jehoiakim's 4th year (606/5 BC).  Jeremiah 
predicts 70 years of captivity (Jer. 25:1, 8-11).  Neb took tribute, articles of the 
temple & the best of the young men.  Daniel and his companions were 
carried to Babylon to be brought up at the 
court and trained in all the 
learning of the Chaldeans (Dan. 1:1-3, 6).  Three years later (601 BC), Neb 
came against Egypt but was badly defeated.  Jehoiakim rebelled.  Eighteen 
months later Neb had rebuilt his forces, setting out to defeat Egypt & Judah.  
During the siege, Jehoiakim came to a violent death, and his body was 
thrown over the wall of Jerusalem, to convince the besieging army that he 
was dead.  Neb installed Jehoiakim.

2nd deportation, Neb's 7th year, Jehoiachin's 3rd month (598 BC).  Neb was 
soon displeased with Jehoiachin.  Jehoiachin surrendered to Neb, who took
 
10,000 captives, more items from the temple & installed Zedekiah as king. 
(2 Kings 24:8-16; 2 Chron. 36:9-10)

3rd deportation, Neb's 18th year, Zedekiah's 11th year (587 BC).  Zedekiah 
rebelled against Neb (2 Kings 24:20) and Neb besieged Jerusalem in 
Zedekiah's 9th year, 10th month (588 BC) (2 Kings 25:1; 2 Chron. 36:13; Jer. 
39:1; 52:4).  Early during the siege, the Egyptians came up & the Chaldeans 
broke off from Jerusalem (Jer. 37:5).  After defeating Egypt, they returned to 
Jerusalem & broke through the wall (2 Kings 25:4-7; 2 Chron. 36:17-20).  Many 
of Jerusalem's leaders were slain, others taken captive.  Jerusalem is burned a 
month later.  Gedaliah appointed as governor (2 Kings 25:22-24), but was 
assassinated 2 months later.  The remnant fled to Egypt.

4th deportation (from Egypt), Neb's 23rd year (582 BC).  As Jeremiah 
predicted (Jer. 42-44), Neb came down to Egypt, destroying many & taking 
the rest captive (Jer. 52:30).  Neb came again against Egypt in his 37th year 
(568 BC).

NOTE:  536 BC fulfilled the 70 years of captivity.
