INTRO:  Jude begins by admitting that he wanted to write about our common salvation; but something of greater urgency has come up.  The false teachers that Peter warned of (2 Pet. 2"1ff) were now present among the readers (Jude 4).  The threat they pose to the salvation of the readers needs to be dealt with.  For what good is it to talk about our common salvation, if we have followed false teaching and are not saved?  Thus, Jude writes to expose the character, motives and end of those who through disbelief and disobedience pervert the truth of God.
