II.  FAILURE OF THE OLD GENERATION TO INHERIT (10:11-25:18).

A. The Failure Of Israel In Route To Kadesh (10:11-12:16).

1. Israel departs from Sinai (10:11-36).

NOTE 1:  It is written in Numbers 12:1 that Moses was at this time married to a Cushite (12:1); yet, we previously read that Moses had married a Midianite (Zipporah Ex. 2:16-22).  While it is possible that Moses had taken a second wife (bigamy was practiced by Abraham and others of the OT), there is no way to prove this for sure.  It is just as likely that Zipporah the Midianite had died and that Moses then remarried to a Cushite.


Also, since a Cushite is an Ethiopian (compare Gen. 10:6 with a map); it is possible that Miriam and Aaron's complaints in Num. 12 were sparked by racial prejudice in addition to jealousy of Moses' position.
