NOTE 1:  Israel left Sinai on the 20th day of the 2nd month (which was mid-May) (10:11).  They traveled three days to "Taberah (10:33, 11:3).  Then, they continued on to Kib-roth-hat-ta-a-vah (11:34), which took about one month to get to.  From here they went to Hazeroth, which took about a week (11:34).  After this, was the journeyed to Kadesh.  They probably arrived there in early July.  This is when the ten spies were sent and spent 40 days in the land of Canaan (13:1-33).  Notice that they came back with some of the first fruits, which means it was probably in August.  It took about 4 months to get from Sinai to Kadesh, about 160 miles distance.
