NOTE 1:  After Kadesh-barnea Israel began their wilderness wandering.  These years were rather uneventful & are passed over mostly in silence.  Here and there an significant event is recorded.  In Numbers 15 it seems that some time has passed since Kadesh-barnea and they are now receiving some instructions in view of their entering into the land of promise.

NOTE 2:  In this section we find that there are some laws not previoiusly recorded.  We learn here that a meal and a drink offering were to accompany any animal sacrifice.  The amounts for each were gauged according to the sacrifice.
