NOTE 2:  After Israel sinned with Moab it is recorded that 24,000 died (Num. 25:9).  Yet, in 1 Corinthians 10:8 we read that 23,000 died in one day.  Is this a contradiction?  No.  It is very probable that 1000 more died on the next day due to the same problems (compare Num. 16:41f).
