NOTE 1:  Under the Old Law, if a person was killed an avenger of blood was responsible for punishing the killer.  The avenger of blood was usually a blood relative.  Because exacting justice could degenerate into mere revenge which may not be fairly rendered, the Lord fegulated the common practice by appointment of the cities of refuge,  In the event that a person killed another, he could flee to the nearest city of refuge.  If he was caught before making it to the city of refuge, the avenger of blood could execute his revenge.  However, if he made it to the city of refuge, the man weas given a trial.  If he was guilty, he would be puit to death by the avenger of blood.  If he was not guilty, he could abide safely in that city until the deat opf the current high priest.  After that time, he could return in safety to his place.  (Willis, Numbers p. 61)
