II.  THE SEVEN SEALS (6:1 - 8:2).


1st Seal:  White Horse (6:1-2).



White - Heavenly purity (cf.  Rev. 19:11, 14).



Conquering, Bow- Mounted bowmen of Parthia were staunch foes to Rome



(53 BC - 226 AD).  God bringing salvation (cf. Hab. 3:8-13).



Crown - Heavenly mission of conquering through the gospel will succeed.


2nd Seal:  Red Horse (6:3-4).



Red- Bloodshed, peace removed.



Sword - Short butchering sword of sacrifice (cf. Mt. 10:34).



As a result of the gospel, conflict & persecution would fall upon Christians.




3rd Seal:  Black Horse (6:5-6).



Black - grief & mourning.



Balance, wheat & barley for a day’s wage, oil & wine not hurt - restrictions on



purchasing food, in the midst of plenty (cf. Ezk. 4:16; Rev. 13:15-17).


4th Seal:  Pale Horse (6:7-8).



Pale or Greenish - Sickly color of disease & death.



Death enters the scene, Hades takes the dead to the realm of the unseen.



¼ of earth hurt - Partial judgment.



Sword, famine, pestilence & wild beasts - Judgments on society because of idolatry




would affect Christians who live in this world (cf. Ezk. 14:21; 5:16-17).


5th Seal:  Souls Under The Altar (6:9-11).



Martyrs under the alter cry out “How long” before God avenges their blood?



Each given white robe, told to rest, others must follow the same road of




martyrdom.


6th Seal:  Great Earthquake (6:12-17).



Earthquake, Sun, Moon, Stars - upheaval of earthly powers (cf. Is. 13:10).



Judgment affects all classes - Princes, chief captains, rich, strong, slave & free.



Sobering question:  Who can stand before the wrath of the Lamb?


PARENTHESIS:  Sealing of the Saints (7:1-17).



Retribution ready against enemies of God, but security assured to saints.



Seal - denotes ownership, protection (Song 8:6; Esther 3:12; Mt. 27:66).



144,00 - represents God’s covenant people, a complete number from each tribe.



Great multitude beyond number of every nation before God’s throne. 


7th Seal:  Silence in Heaven (8:1-6).




Short, transition time to partial judgments of the 7 trumpets.




Incense - God listens to the prayers of the saints & responds.
